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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform CT4 that RAN3 has further worked on the solution approved at RAN#64/CT#64 in order to complete the remaining security aspect mentioned in the LS referenced here-above.

RAN3 found out that this security aspect was also coupled with the way an MME would perform the routing of a (reload) WRWR message, in particular for the case in which a HeNB GW is involved. 
After discussing several options, the following option compliant with the solution approved at RAN#64/CT#64 was agreed by RAN3 to complete the work:

When the HeNB GW receives the PWS Restart Indication message from the HeNB, it terminates the message (proxy function), checks the included ECGI and, if found valid, further replaces the received HeNB ID by its own HeNB GW ID before sending the PWS Restart Indication message to the MME. The MME forwards that message to the CBC. 

It is RAN3 understanding that this solution satisfies the security requirement and also allows a uniform routing of the subsequent (reload) WRWR messages based on Global eNB ID regardless of the scenario involved in the restart (eNB, HeNB directly connected to the MME, HeNB connected to the MME via an HeNB GW).

The CR against TS36.300 corresponding to this solution has been attached.

2. Actions:

To CT4.

RAN3 kindly ask CT4 to take note of the completion of the RAN3 work on PWS Restoration in alignment with the solution selected at CT#64/RAN#64 and to align, if needed, their specifications.
