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1   Introduction
Due to the LS C1-142485, CT1 has discussed addition of the same optional category IE in WRWR message to support priority indication of emergency alerts for delivery via LTE access network as this could make the message priority treatment possible regardless of specific radio access network type used to deliver the messages. 
In last meeting, RAN3 has discussed this issue and achieve some agreements.
In this contribution, we want to capture the agreements accurately and give the proposal for the LS to CT1. 
2   Discussion

From [1] and the discussion on it, RAN3 agreed that PWS is not specified for commercial service but implementations may choose to use it for this purpose without any particular support in the standard.

From [2] and the discussion on it, RAN3 agreed that optimization relative to commercial application is an implementation issue. 

From the offline discussion, the majority agreed in a draft LS [3] that 

· The broadcasting mechanism using SIBs was defined only for ETWS and CMAS or CMAS-like warning services. However RAN3 specifications do not prohibit using the PWS system for delivery of commercial alerts in LTE.
· It is therefore left to implementations how to enable PWS system for concurrent delivery of commercial and emergency alerts. 

To answer CT1’s question, we may need a sentence to conclude our agreements. From the above agreements and to reflect RAN3 agreements accurately, we propose the conclusion as following,

Proposal 1: Therefore, RAN3 agreed that the category indication is not needed for LTE.

3   Conclusion
In this contribution, we capture RAN3 agreements and major companies’ agreements on this issue. The proposal for the conclusion of the LS is also given as following,
