Introduction
RAN3 has received reply LS from SA2 relative to GCSE congestion management. RAN3 may also expect a reply from RAN2 during the present meeting. This paper proposes a way forward for RAN3#86.
2
Proposed way forward
SA2 doesn't provide full guidance for the way forward in their reply LS, and the decision therefore comes back to RAN3:

· Solution 1: Because SA2 couldn't provide answers to the questions from RAN3, this solution will not be feasible within Rel-12 timeframe.

· Solution 2: The solution is currently not seen as adequate for mission critical voice by SA2. However SA2 also indicates the solution as "available in release 12 already", which is true from SA2 specification point of view while on the RAN side this solution requires M2 support.

· Solution 2bis: RAN3 has already tasked RAN2 to evaluate the feasibility of this solution. 
As we can see, main options in RAN3 are:

· No additional standardization in Rel-12, which means that MBMS congestion management will rely on existing functionality (MBMS overbooking, reconfiguration and packet dropping).

· Introduce M2 support for MBMS congestion management, and use it for solution 2 in case RAN2 doesn't confirm feasibility of solution 2bis in Rel-12. Solution 2 represents an improvement of the current mechanism of packet dropping by enabling UEs to detect that a TMGI is not available. 
· Introduce M2 support for MBMS congestion management, and use it for solution 2bis in case RAN2 confirms feasibility of this solution in Rel-12.
It should also be mentioned that M2 support for MBMS congestion management will, in addition to suspend or resume MBMS sessions, enable the MCE to [2]:

· move one or several MBMS sessions (TMGIs) to a non-congested PMCH

· adjust the distribution of subframes between PMCHs within a given MBSFN area

We therefore propose the following way forward:

Proposal 1: Introduce M2 support of MBMS congestion management in order to support solution 2, as well as other resource management actions at the MCE, at minimum, and allow selection of solution 2bis if RAN2 confirms feasibility.

Description and CR for M2 support of MBMS congestion management are submitted to this meeting in [2] and [3].
