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1. Introduction
In RAN3#91-bis meeting the issue of handover without WT change procedure was discussed and have agreed on a working assumption to continue working on this procedure. 
In the present paper we attempt to summarize the discussion and outline open issues.
2. Discussion
Based on the contributions [1]-[9] and the discussions, the following issues need to be addressed:

1. Definition of stage-2 call flows, in particular:
a. Whether the WT Addition procedure happens during the Handover Preparation procedure or after the handover
b. When the WT Release procedure happens 
2. WLAN mobility set handling details 

3. How to minimize service interruption, signalling overhead and packet loss during the procedure, in particular:
a. S-KWT security key handling and its implications on UE re-association (SA3 scope)
4. Stage-3 X2 impact, in particular:
a. Information that needs to be transferred to the target eNB

5. Stage-3 Xw impact
6. Configuration (OAM) requirements and automation thereof, if needed
3. Proposals
It is proposed to continue the discussion on the open issues listed above.
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
