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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has been discussing a scenario of idle mode load balancing where the eNB includes in the RRC Release message the idleModeMobilityControlInfo IE while not knowing the UE Radio Capabilities (case of signalling only RRC connections like for TAU Requests for which the eNB does not receive the Initial Context Setup message from the MME).
In this case it is possible that the eNB includes in this IE frequencies that are supported and frequencies that are not supported by the UE. RAN3 is unsure whether this is a problem as there are two different interpretations of section 4 of TS 36.306 in RAN3:

· The UE behaviour would then be undefined meaning that e.g. the UE could disregard all the indicated frequencies within the IE (even the supported ones) or even disregard the whole message,

· The UE will simply ignore the non supported frequencies and act upon the indicated supported frequencies.

RAN3 would appreciate if RAN2 indicates which one of these two interpretations is the correct one.
