Measurement uncertainty

Unless explicitly stated, the following guidelines apply:

The requirements given in the present document make no allowance for measurement uncertainty. Where the measurement uncertainty can be determined, the test limit shall be relaxed from the value given in the present document. See Annex F of TS 34.121 for UE requirements and section 4 of TS 25.141 for BS requirements. Where the measurement uncertainty cannot reasonably be determined, the "Shared Risk" principle is applied, i.e. the test limit is not relaxed.

The Shared Risk principle is defined in ETR 028.
