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The current specifications of 3GPP TSG RAN WG4 does not specify the behaviour of equipment at speeds higher than 120 kph. This speed does not cover most of the environment that a terminal may experience, and therefore, base stations. 

It is important to have such specifications for the various performance requirements for the specifications. These are listed below

Furthermore, there is a need to define the test environment for adding such requirements.

The other most important topic is where to include these requirements, i.e., R’99, Rel4 or Rel5. It is our opinion that this needs to be specified initially in R’99 and Rel4 and then considered in more detail for Rel5. I.e., the specifications of R’99 and Rel4 reflect the current implementations. 

Furthermore, there is need to add those to conformance test specifications 25.141 and 34.121 (and may be 25.142 and 34.122).
