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Situation

In 3GPP TS 25.102 V4.0.0 Annex D the frequency band combination ‘b+c’ is not defined. This combination is included in 3GPP TS 25.306 which is the reference for Annex D.

This proposal adds the frequency band ‘b+c’ in Table D.1 to be in line with 3GPP TS 25.306.
