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1. Overall Description:

During the discussions in the joint meeting on HSDPA between RAN WG2 and RAN WG1 in Busan, concerns were raised about the amount of downlink channelization codes used up by dedicated channels of UEs in HSDPA operation. At the time, it was stated that SF512 channels could be used for the dedicated channels to at least partially alleviate this problem.

It has now come to RAN WG2’s attention (see attached document) that dedicated channels using SF512 are not fully supported in 3GPP specifications. In particular, it appears that they cannot be used in soft-handover.

Irrespective of whether this feature is made mandatory for Rel-5 UEs supporting HSDPA or not, RAN WG2 considers that there is a benefit in enabling it so that manufacturers who consider that the benefits it provides outweigh the costs can take advantage of it. Therefore, RAN WG2 would like to encourage RAN WG1 to consider applying the required changes to their specifications. These modifications would only be applicable to UEs which declare support for SF512.

2. Actions:

To RAN WG1.

ACTION: 
RAN WG2 asks RAN WG1 to consider applying the changes needed in order to enable full-fledged operation of SF512 dedicated channels in Rel-5 for UEs that choose to support this functionality.
