1. Introduction

3GPP TSG RAN/SA#16 meetings were held on 4th to 7th and 10th to 13th of June,2002 respectively in Marco Island, FL, US. This report summarises discussions in those meetings, which are considered to be the most relevant to RAN WG4.

2. Report of TSG-RAN#16 to SA#16 and RAN4 relevant discussions in RAN#16

TSG RAN report to TSG SA#15 was in SP‑020360. Draft report is provided to RAN4 as R4-021052 as well. RAN4 relevant works are picked up and highlighted below:

•RELEASE '99 and RELEASE 4
–Solutions for early Release '99 UE (including Marker bit):

E-mail discussion would take place up to end of July in order to allow WGs to elaborate CRs for RAN#17. SP-020388 (or RP-020449) contained description of potential solutions.
–Recommendations (or Guidance) to WGs to handle Release '99 CRs:

The aim is to minimise number of unnecessary CRs to R'99 and Rel-4. (R4-021053 or RP-020448)


•RELEASE 5: Work on Release 5 was almost complete
–The following work items had been completed:

•TDD BS Classification

•Low Chip Rate TDD BS Classification 

•Support of Site Selection Diversity transmission in UTRAN 

•CR on Tightening of inter-cell soft-handover performance requirements for 144 kbps and 384 kbps tests agreed for Rel-6 (as part of Improving Receiver Performance Requirements for FDD UE) 

–HSDPA RF to be finished by September 2002, except Tx diversity (to be finished by December)
•RELEASE 6

(*1) It was commented that the TR 25.889 had not been sent to ITU-R (even it was sourced by individual companies of 3GPP as the document was elaborated in 3GPP), but to the ITU-R Ad Hoc group in TSG-RAN, who had subsequently forgotten to send it via PCG. The whole formal aspect of sending documents to ITU would be under review.

* No new Work Item for beyond release 5 was approved in RAN#16.
Furthermore, there were some RAN4 relevant discussions in RAN#16:

•LS from ETSI TC ERM on draft recommendation to Out of Band spurious and unwanted emissions
RP-020277(R4-021054) contained an LS from ETSI ERM-RM (to ETSI TBs involved with radio) on draft ECC Recommendations related to OOB, spurious and unwanted emissions. The LS was noted by RAN. As a response for this LS was expected before Sep. 2nd, WG4 was tasked to review the attached documents and respond back directly to ETSI TC ERM (copy to TSG-RAN was required as well.).
•LS from RAN-WG4 to SA-WG1 (cc to RAN) on “Requirements for Location Based Service Accuracy Class”
The LS was in RP-020273 (R4-021037) and noted. It was commented that missing/incomplete measurement requirements should be provided for the Release they belonged to, not as an 'improvement' for Rel-6. Conclusion was that there were missing performance requirements, but they would be put in whatever release was open as had been done with, e.g, RACH performance in the past.
•Remotely antenna titling by OMC

In RAN-WG3 report to RAN (RP-020397), it was reported that RAN3 had discussed how to introduce BS antennas with remotely adjustable tilting by O&M centre. The decision in RAN3 was to wait discussion in AISG (Antenna Interface Standards Group) and the outcome from AISG would be used as 3GPP specifications rather than establishing new WI in 3GPP. (Originally, it was proposed as a new work item at RAN#14 by TD RP-010834 but was not agreed on. RAN3 was tasked to study the issue further accordingly.) As there seemed to be a necessity to clarify the relation with AISG (with respect to copyrights and IPRs), it was reported to SA plenary and then decided to make further discussion in PCG. Relevant information on AISG was provided in RP-020451.

•CRs form RAN-WG2

· CRs in RP-020322 for TS25.302 (Rel. 99) were for correction to inconsistency between 25.302 and RRM specification (25.123/25/133) in terms of “measurements provided by physical layer” by clarifying the behaviour of the Layer 3 filter in 25.302. Those CRs were approved.

· CRs for TS25.331 in RP-020382, 363, 381, which were relevant to measurement in RRM, were approved.

•CR form RAN-WG4

· CR410 for 25.133 (Rel.5) in RP-020303 (R4-021023) was approved. Comment from RAN chairman was if there were a terminology issue on “known cell” (in between RAN2 and RAN4), it should be considered at the next RAN meeting.

3. Report of TSG-T#16 to SA#16

TSG-T report to TSG SA#15 presented by the T chairman was in SP‑020394. As for T-WG1, it was reported that the biggest task was to update the both prose and TTCN to new versions of the core specifications. This task was difficult to estimate and would bring risk to both the TTCN budget and to the planned increase of coverage of the prose test cases.

Guidance on Further CRs proposed by TSG RAN WG for Release 99


Before a CR can be considered as essential for Release’99 the following questions shall be considered


- Is the correction needed because the system cannot function correctly without this correction? If the answer is no then the CR is not essential for Release’99.


- Furthermore, linked CRs shall be presented all together in a separate document for approval at RAN with an indication of the leading CR so that they can be approved or rejected at the same time. Please remember that all CRs shall be of the same category and that reference to the CR shall be indicated in the ‘other specs impacted’ element, even when the linked CRs are coming from different WGs this rules.  The above information shall be incorporated on the CR cover sheet.
