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1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks RAN2 for the liaison regarding rate adaptation of AMR speech codec (Tdoc R2-021470).

SA4 has looked into the issue in question and has the following answers to the presented questions.

Q1: RAN2 asks SA4 group to indicate whether or not the AMR codec is currently mandated to respond to requests to reduce it’s rate, assuming that it is not already using the lowest currently configured rate.
A1: Yes. Specification TS 25.133 v3.10.0 states response time requirements for AMR speech codec types for UMTS (please see the quote below). More specifically, codec type UMTS_AMR is required to respond in 40ms (two speech frames) and UMTS_AMR_2 in 60 ms (three speech frames).

Quote from 25.133 v3.10.0

Tadapt_n equals the time it takes for higher layers to provide data to MAC in a new supported bitrate, for logical channel n. Table 6.1 defines Tadapt times for different services. For services where no codec is used Tadapt shall be considered to be equal to 0 ms.
