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RAN WG1 thanks RAN WG4 for asking clarification on terminology used in beamforming enhancement TR in LS R4-021378. The notion of  “cell portion” was adopted to TR25.887 V1.1.0, and RAN WG1 has agreed on the definition of cell portion.

TR25.887 states on cell portion that:

Cell portion: a part of the cell that is covered by a specific beam, which is created, e.g. by applying a specific weight vector on the beamforming antenna or using a grid of fixed beam directions
Thus cell portion can include static and/or dynamic coverage of different geographical areas by means of using fixed and/or adaptive antenna beams at the Node B.
