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The current specifications of 3GPP TSG RAN WG4 does not specify the behaviour of equipment at speeds higher than 250 kph or 120 kph for HSDPA. These speeds do cover most of the environments that terminals may experience. But the need for a additional high speed requirement in the specification is based on the fact that Vodafone wants to provide customers who are travelling in high speed trains with an excellent service which means high data rates and  HSDPA. The velocity for high speed trains in Germany is up to 350 kph.

It should be noted that e.g. in RAN4 #16 and #17 discussion had already taken place around the speed topic but without HSDPA. Moreover in the section 5.4 of TS 22.105 V6.2.0 Range of QoS requirements it is mentioned in note 3 “that the value of 500 kph as the maximum speed to be supported in the rural outdoor environment was selected in order to provide service on high speed vehicles (e.g. trains)”.

With this contribution we would like to ask companies to approve a top-down process of defining and then implementing work on this issue.  The goal is to define the framework into which the test scenarios and performance numbers would be applied. Furthermore, there is a need to define the test environment for adding such requirements and to add those to conformance test specifications. We propose to include the requirements in R’6. 
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
