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The purpose of the A-GPS specification is to ensure minimum and consistent performance, which depends on a sufficient and appropriate collection of tests.  There has been much work and considerable improvement in the work so far and understanding gained about what A-GPS has to do, in what circumstances, and therefore what and how it should be tested.  

In the ad hoc discussion on 11 May views were expressed that the current draft specification R4-040233 does not command agreement on the values it contains, and that because of its development (which has been with the intention of addressing various concerns) and the contributions received so far it is at present only partially complete, with different emphasis on different tests, and redundancy and overlap in what the test cases are assessing.  An updated draft baseline was therefore requested that would reflect the various concerns expressed, with a clear structure and that would meet these objectives. 

The resulting contribution R4-040362 has no key scenario values, and is simply a baseline structure that, once approved, can provide a framework for the specification. The conditions and specification points that are to be agreed are indicated “t.b.d.”, and highlighted.  

The purpose is to provide a framework for discussion and agreement.  Two input documents for the values are being contributed, R4-040363 and R4-040233, which it is our belief can be worked on to produce a consolidated compromise result.
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
