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1 Introduction 

At the last meeting the contribution, R4-040197, “TGPL2: Regarding inconsistency between RAN1, RAN2 and RAN 4 specifications” was presented. It was noted in the report that several companies were concerned with removing an existing feature only because no performance requirements exist, which is the case with many other functionalities.

It is correct that there are not many functional requirements for which it is specified that the existing performance requirements does not apply. The problem with that is that the UE does not know how to behave in case a pattern with TGPL2 is signalled and at the same time the network does not know what to expect from the UE. 

Therefore I urge people to evaluate the proposals,

1) Remove TGPL2 from the specifications

2) Remove the statement in 25.133,where it is stated that the requirements does not apply when TGPL2 is not equal to TGPL1. Thereby there are requirements covering the case TGPL2 not equal to TGPL1.

Either way is fine for Ericsson.

So if there are concerns removing TGPL2, the alternative is to remove the limitation in 25.133.

Apart from that Mitsubishi have proposed to change the usage of the TGPL2 definition. That is of course also an option which can be evaluated when a proposal exist.
