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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank T1 for their LS [1] regarding the practical power level to set HS_SCCH channel 1 (HS_SCCH_1) for HSDPA FRC testing.  

It was the intention of RAN4 to leave the setting of this power level to T1.  The power level setting should be based on the note under Table 9.1A of TS25.101:

“Performance requirements in this section assume a sufficient power allocation to HS-SCCH_1 so that probability of reporting DTX is very low.”

The definition of “very low” is assumed to be less than 1%.  

RAN4 appreciates that T1 would like to confirmation about what power level is suitable.  Guidance is provided in the present document.

3. Power setting of DPCH
A DPCH channel is required to provide higher layer signalling to configure the HSDPA radio link.  This channel can have higher power allocation during the initial setup of the HSDPA radio link.  Once the HSDPA radio link has been configured the level of this channel can be further reduced to enable sufficient power allocation available for HS_SCCH, HS_PDSCH and OCNS.  However, power level for the DPCH should kept high enough in order to ensure that the radio link is maintained.
