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RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the information about the RAN2 discussions on neighbour cell list [1]. Below RAN1 provides responses to the questions stated in [1]. 

Question 1: 
Does RAN1 see the possibility that neighbour cell search is feasible with a manageable complexity without the network assistance on neighbouring cells?

Answer: 
All the details of the Layer 1 cell search procedures, including detailed sequence design, have not yet been concluded on. However, RAN1 believes that the detailed design can be made such that cell search is feasible without the network assistance on neighbouring cells. If there will be no network assistance on neighbour cells, RAN1 will take that into account in the detailed design. 
Question 2: 
Does RAN1 have any idea how long does it take to search for possible neighbouring cells in LTE if no neighbouring cell information is provided?
Answer: 
Evaluations show that, compared to the availability of neighbour cell information, the absence of neighbour cell information has very small impact.
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
