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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 has discussed UE receiver capabilities and minimum requirement assumptions related to MBMS and unicast requirements based on R4-070610 and agreed the following:

A) E-UTRAN MBMS terminal capability classes are separated to two main categories:

1) Mixed-carrier MBMS capability

2) Dedicated carrier MBMS capability 

Both categories support simultaneous provisioning of unicast and MBMS services.

RAN4 also agreed that the UE minimum performance requirements for unicast and dedicated carrier MBMS will be developed based on either of the options given below:

B1) Minimum UE demodulation performance requirements for unicast and MBMS will be separately developed based on a single receiver in order to allow efficient performance vs complexity/cost tradeoffs for achieving competitive E-UTRA MBMS and unicast systems. Additionally enhanced performance requirements for unicast and dedicated carrier MBMS based on 2Rx assumption will be developed.

B2) Minimum UE demodulation performance requirements will be developed separately for unicast and dedicated carrier MBMS based on 2Rx assumption. Additionally minimum UE demodulation performance requirements based on 1Rx unicast + 1Rx dedicated carrier MBMS assumption will be considered for ensuring simultaneous UE reception capability of unicast and dedicated carrier MBMS (e.g. in case no time-multiplexing of unicast and dedicated MBMS services is supported by NW).
