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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 thanks RAN5 for their LS in R5-070559 (R4-070268) on CQI reporting behaviour.
In response to RAN5 LS, RAN4 has evaluated methods to improve the current CQI requirements in fading. 
One suggestion in RAN4 is to use a methodology in which the reported CQI could be correlated with the corresponding radio conditions, which are varied periodically and deterministically over time forming a square wave [1-2]. The periodical variation in the radio condition is achieved by periodically switching the geometry factors (e.g. 0 and 10 dB respectively) from low to high and vice versa. The pulse duration of the square wave could be in the order of few sub-frames (e.g. 10-15 sub-frames). 

2. Actions:
RAN5:

RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to check whether the new methodology for developing CQI requirements under discussion in RAN4 is feasible from testing perspective. RAN4 would particularly like to know if the fast transition from low to high geometry factors and vice versa is realizable in the test case. 
RAN4 would like RAN5 response during the beginning of their next meeting (in November) which is co-located with RAN4 so that RAN4 could progress on this subject in the same meeting.
