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Introduction

The Peak Code Domain Error (PCDE) is defined as the maximum value for the Code Domain Error for all codes. Since there is no TDD repeater standard in 3GPP, so we can take TS 25.105 as a reference.

Proposal

According to the test of LCR TDD repeater, it is proposed that the PCDE of LCR TDD repeater should be specified as follows:

Since UTRA repeater is 2dB tighter than UTRA BS, we propose the PCDE of LCR TDD repeater is 2dB tighter than TDD BS too, so the peak code domain error of LCR TDD repeater shall not exceed -30dB.
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
