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1. Overall Description
RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-096295 on the capability of search on the secondary carrier for Dual Band DC-HSDPA.
In response to the question raised by RAN2, RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 of the following RAN4 conclusion.
Considering the different architectures used for the mode of adjacent carriers and dual band carriers, even if the UE is capable of both adjacent and dual band carriers, we see the benefit to separate the capability of secondary measurements without compressed mode for:
· Measurements on an adjacent cell without compressed mode (signalled via the IE " Adjacent Frequency measurements without compressed mode")

· Measurements on a cell belonging to another band, when that band and the current band form one of the band combinations reported in the IE “Radio Access Capability Band Combination List.

2. Actions

To RAN2: RAN4 kindly suggests RAN2 to use the separate flags to indicate the secondary carrier measurements capability without compressed mode for:
· Measurements on an adjacent cell without compressed mode (signalled via the IE " Adjacent Frequency measurements without compressed mode")

· Measurements on a cell belonging to another band, when that band and the current band form one of the band combinations reported in the IE “Radio Access Capability Band Combination List.
