2.1 TX requirements 

Requirement for UL transmit timing requirement was agreed to be set to 3/4*Tc. This will be updated to CR in [1] without square brackets.
2.2 RX requirements

It was agreed that companies will provide their views and analysis on the need of receiver requirements, outlined in [2], to the next RAN4 meeting. In context of CRs for RX requirements, given  in [3] and [4], neither will be agreed in this meeting. Once it is concluded that the receiver requirements are needed, the requirements will be introduced for Rel-9.
2.3 RRM requirements

 It was agreed to come back to E-TFC selection in the next meeting by reflecting RAN2’s decision. CR given in [5] and [6] were proposed to be noted.
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
