1 Introduction

In this contribution we present a suggestion for a new WI on: “LTE-Advanced CA inter-band scenario for Region 1”. In Europe Band 3, Band 7 and Band 20 are very interesting bands for LTE and LTE-Advanced deployment. The band combinations for discussion are:
· 40 MHz UL/DL: Band 7 (2600 MHz) with Band 3 (1800 MHz) 
· 40 MHz UL/DL: Band 3 (1800 MHz) with Band 20 (800 MHz)
· 40 MHz UL/DL: Band 7 (2600 MHz) with Band 20 (800 MHz)
These band combination are also listed in reference [1].
2 Time plan

· Discuss and agree in RAN4 meeting #55 in Montreal which band combination should be studied first

· Present WI proposal with work plan at next plenary meeting #48 in Seoul (1st to 4th of June)

· The fist band combination should be completed at:

· RAN#51 (March 2011) for the DL/UL 40 MHz/20 MHz 

· RAN#53 (September 2011) for the DL/UL 40 MHz/40 MHz
· Finalize the remaining two band combinations in future WIs
3 Justifications
· A real band-plan combination in order to study RF and performance parameters and IM products is needed 

· In region 1 we already have commercial LTE deployment 

· Harmonised spectrum is available in Europe 

· These 3 band combinations can serve many operators and are identified in reference [1] as high priority for region 1. 

· In Europe LTE-Advanced usage can be foreseen in the near future (~2013) in order to follow the data explosion. 

· These inter-band combinations can fulfil ITU-R requirements with 2 x 40 MHz spectrum.
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
