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1. Background
RAN#47 meeting in Vienna [1] approved US 2.6G TD-LTE RF requirements work item. A list of foreseen changes on related technical specifications needed for LTE_TDD_2600_US also has been distributed [2]. This paper gives text proposal on channel bandwidths per operating band for clause 5.1.3 required changes to TR for the LTE_TDD_2600_US-Core WI [3].
2. Notes

Since the operator focuses on enabling 20MHz operation as highest priority, it is proposed that 5, 10, 15, 20MHz channel bandwidths are enabled for operating band [41].

In Clause 5.1.3 of the TR [3], the sub-section “Channel bandwidths per operating band” would correspond to the TS 36.101 [4] Section 5.6.1, with the table to Table 5.6.1-1.

3. Summary & Proposal
It is proposed that 5 ,10, 15, 20MHz channel bandwidths are enabled for operating band [41], and the attached TP be adopted in the TR for the LTE_TDD_2600_US-Core WI to capture the required changes on Channel bandwidths per operating band that will eventually need to be made to TS36.101.

For Band [41] specification of radio requirements are considered for the bandwidths shown in Table 5.1-3. The transmission bandwidth configuration in Table 5.1-3 shall be supported for each of the specified channel bandwidths. The same (symmetrical) channel bandwidth is specified for both the TX and RX path.
