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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 discussed the linking of DL and UL CC and following agreements were reached:
· There is SIB2 based linking between UL PCC and DL PCC (similar to REL8/9). FFS whether the linking can be signaled in dedicated manner. 

· If DL grant received in DL PCC without CIF the grant is for PDSCH on DL PCC

· If UL grant received in DL PCC without CIF the grant is for PUSCH on UL PCC 

· If DL grant received in DL SCCx without CIF the grant is for PDSCH on DL SCCx

· If UL grant received in DL SCCx without CIF the grant is for PUSCH on the UL CC indicated in SIB2 on the DL-SCCx. If this UL CC is not configured for this UE, the grant is ignored by the UE

· DL CC for Random Access Response message reception will be the same as the DL CC which indicates the RACH resources used for Msg1 in SIB2

· RRM measurements can be configured for deactivated DL SCCs.

After making these agreements, RAN2 has also discussed pathloss measurement. RAN2 understands that pathloss measurement are used for PRACH power control, PUSCH and PUCCH transmission. A few questions on the pathloss measurements were raised:

1) RAN2 was wondering if there are limitations regarding which carrier frequency can be used for pathloss estimate intra or inter-band carrier aggregation scenarios e.g. is it assumed that pathloss estimate should be done from DL component carrier (CC) which is on same band as the UL CC where PRACH/PUCCH/PUSCH (PCC) or PUSCH/PRACH (SCC) transmission occurs or could it be from any DL CC? 
2) Can a configured but deactivated CC be used as pathloss reference? Would there be acceptable impact to UE power consumption in that case? 
3) RAN2 assumes there is no requirement for a RRM measurement to be configured for a DL CC used as pathloss reference in order to make pathloss estimates. Can RAN4 confirm this?
a. RAN2 assumed that the pathloss measurement behaviour would be similar to existing REL8/9 pathloss estimates i.e. UE performs measurements when initiating RACH in order to move from RRC_IDLE to RRC_CONNECTED i.e. there is no measurement object configured as UE is in RRC_IDLE
