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1 Introduction:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-104205 entitled “Per UE PHR related questions”. In this LS, RAN2 asks RAN4 one question related to power headroom reporting (PHR):
RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to clarify the concerns on the current agreed CC specific PHR for CA, e.g. whether MPR used for calculating the per-CC PHR of uplink transmission of a certain CC takes into consideration of uplink transmissions on other CCs. 
This problem is essentially how to determine the MPR in CA scenario. After discussion, RAN4 is of the following opinions:
If multiple carriers are transmitted from one PA, the MPR shall be determined based on the RBs allocation pattern from all the CCs. All the CCs share the same MPR.
If multiple carriers are transmitted from different PA, the MPR shall be decided for each PA based on the RB allocation pattern on that PA. The MPR could be different for each PA, and consequentially the MPR is different for different CC depending on which PA the CC is transmitted.
In Rel-10, there should be a MPR table for 20M+20M as contiguous CA. For inter-band CA, the MPR for each CC shall reuse the ones for Rel-8.
2 Actions:
RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 to consider the above information in its continuing work on PHR.
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
