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1. Overall Description

In order to configure the pre-defined measurement gap pattern as defined in TS 36.133 (i.e. gap pattern id # 0) for a given UE when performing the inter-frequency positioning measurements, the eNodeB has to be aware of whether an inter-frequency positioning measurement is triggered by the E-SMLC for this UE. This information is not available in the eNodeB in the current specification. 
Therefore, RAN WG4 kindly asks RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 to define the appropriate solution in the relevant specification such that the eNode B is aware when the inter-frequency positioning measurements are performed. This is to ensure that the eNode B is able to configure the appropriate measurement gap pattern (gap pattern id # 0) for which the inter-frequency positioning measurement requirements defined in TS 36.133 apply. 

Furthermore, when building up the assistance data, E-SMLC should know which frequencies are supported by the UE to avoid including cells on frequencies which are beyond the UE capability. RAN WG 4 therefore kindly asks RAN WG2 to specify a solution to make the necessary UE capability information available in E-SMLC,
2. Actions
To TSG RAN WG2 and TSG RAN WG3: RAN4 kindly requests RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 to consider the above recommendations and develop a suitable solution for each of the two issues.
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
