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Background and Analysis
UL-MIMO is one of the key mandatory features for Rel-10 to meet the ITU-R requirements for 4G wireless communications. 
The RF core requirements for UL-MIMO were developed based on 4 representative bands at the initial stage. The framework and structure of Rel-8/9 requirements have been reused for UL-MIMO, and there was no band-specific requirement particularly for UL-MIMO indentified during the study of the UL-MIMO requirements. 

Further review and study of the current UL-MIMO requirements shows that the remaining Rel-8/9/10 bands which have been defined can be enabled for UL-MIMO. 
This paper provides the text proposal to update the corresponding parts of TR36.807. The missing operating bands are added by updating the following sections:
· Section 5.5B Operating band for UL-MIMO
· Section 5.6.1B
Channel bandwidths per operating band for UL MIMO
The corresponding changes in Technical Specification TS36.101 will be implemented by CR.

A minor correction of the cross reference error for UL-MIMO channel bandwidth is also included.
