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1. Introduction
Band 1 and Band 3 is reported as one of the most commonly deployed LTE bands [1]. Figure 1 shows that 14 operators and 20 operators from top 25 LTE operators are planned to deploy LTE in 1.8GHz and 2.1GHz spectrum, respectively.

However, in current RAN4 carrier aggregation work, there is no WI on-going on Band1 and Band 3 carrier aggregation. 
As 1.8GHz spectrum currently being auctioned in Korea, this is favoured LTE band for Korean operators. We believe that 1.8GHz is likely to be global LTE band for other regions. With Band 1 already widely deployed as global harmonized band and Band 3 likely to be global LTE band, we would like to see if other members of RAN4 are interested in WI on Band 1 and Band 3 carrier aggregation.
2. Proposal and Way Forward

KT would like to find out if other members of RAN4 are also interested in inter band Band 1 and Band 3 carrier aggregation for LTE. If there is enough interest in RAN4, KT would like to propose to start work item regarding Band 1 and Band 3 carrier aggregation for LTE.
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
