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1. Overall Description:

3GPP has started to work on standardising LTE for use in the harmonised frequency arrangements for the band 698-806 MHz agreed by APT.
A work item (WI) was agreed by 3GPP TSG RAN in June 2011 with the objective to include the agreed frequency arrangements in the 3GPP specifications. The WI will include both the FDD and TDD arrangements, as agreed by APT.
The work is currently ongoing in the working groups and completion of core requirements is planned for March 2012. Requirements for conformance testing of the BS are planned for March 2012 and the requirements for conformance testing of terminals should be ready by June 2012.
At the moment a number of important issues have been identified, e.g. coexistence issues with other 3GPP bands. The FDD and TDD frequency arrangements under consideration in relation to other 3GPP bands are shown in the figure below. Other important issues that have been identified include coexistence with TV and PPDR systems, handling of regional frequency arrangements and implementation issues for the terminal such as reference sensitivity and duplexer performance. In addition a first draft of the WI technical report has been generated.
