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1 Introduction:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS in R5-113839 entitled “LS on RSTD measurement accuracy requirements and test cases”. RAN4 would like to provide the following answer to the question raised by RAN5 in their LS:
[RAN5 Questions]:
Item 1. 
[TS 36.133, clause A.9.8.1.1]
 
The OTDOA assistance data as defined in TS 36.355, Section 6.5.1, shall be provided to the UE before the measurement period. The last TTI containing the OTDOA assistance data shall be provided to the UE (T ms before the start of measurement period, where (T = 150 ms is the maximum processing time of the OTDOA assistance data. 
RAN5 has the following uncertainty about this test condition:
This test condition seems to imply that a measurement of the reporting delay is also required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy. However this is not mentioned at all in the requirements in clause 9.1.10.1 and it is unclear in the remainder of the test case if this parallel measurement is to be made  or not.
If a measurement of the reporting delay is also required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy, then RAN5 would like to raise the same issues as detailed in item 1 of the parallel LS concerning the reporting delay test cases (R5-114028)
If a measurement of the reporting delay is not required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy, then RAN5 would like understand the importance of this test condition as it would seem to be overly complicated and probably unnecessary for the purpose of the test case.
Item 2. 
 [TS 36.133, clause A.9.8.1.1]

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 is provided for the measurement period, and PRS are configured according to 
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 in Tables A.9.8.1.1-1 and A.9.8.1.1-2 during this time.
RAN5 has similar uncertainty about this test condition as to that in item1:
This test condition seems to imply that a measurement of the reporting delay is also required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy. However this is not mentioned at all in the requirements in clause 9.1.10.1 and it is unclear in the remainder of the test case if this parallel measurement is to be made  or not.
If a measurement of the reporting delay is not required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy, then RAN5 would like understand the use of this test condition as it would seem to be unnecessary for the purpose of the test case.
 [RAN4 Response]: 
· Item 1: 

The test condition is used to trigger UE to measure RSTD of Cell 1 and Cell 2, but it does not mean that a measurement of the reporting delay is also required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy. From RAN4 perspective, RSTD measurement accuracy shall be met during the time period specified in Section 8.1.2.5. However, RSTD measurement reporting delay requirement is not tested in the RSTD accuracy test cases.

· Item 2:

The accuracy test procedure is similar with reporting test cases in order to build the real PRS transmission condition and avoid that test parameters may be configured randomly, and therefore the test condition is necessary in accuracy test cases. But a measurement of the reporting delay is not required at the same time as testing the measurement accuracy. 
2 Actions:
RAN4 kindly asks RAN5 to consider the above information in its continuing work on RSTD measurement accuracy test cases building.
