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Introduction of KCC plan on new 2.1GHz spectrum band
Korean government, Korea Communications Commission (KCC), has announced the “Mobile Broadband Plan” on January 2012, which the plan is to secure more than 600MHz bandwidth for mobile usage. According to the plan, KCC is planning to take 60MHz spectrum (2x30MHz) in 2.1GHz band into account to use as the terrestrial only or the combined for terrestrial and satellite. 
This band was originally allocated as Mobile Satellite Service (MSS) but KCC will study on feasibility to utilize this band for IMT service as shown in Figure 1:

UL: 1980 – 2010MHz (30MHz)
DL: 2170 – 2200MHz (30MHz)
Tx-Rx Frequency Separation: 190MHz
