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1 Background 

At RAN#56 a new study item for MSR Passive Intermodulation (PIM) handling for Base Stations was approved [1]. This contribution contains a proposed skeleton TR for the study item.

When drafting the TR, the following items from the study item objective [1] need to be taken into account:
1. Understanding of the PIM mechanism, related scenarios, generation of PIM and its impact. This also include documentation of deployment aspects
2. Proposal for new PIM-related requirements for the BS
3. Test methods for PIM performance
