Basic methodology and principles for specifying CA performance requirements have already been agreed in RAN4#71 and included in the WID. The detailed work plan is provided as follows:
· 2013.08 RAN4#72: 
Discuss the candidate solutions for CA normal demodulation test, soft buffer management, sustained data rate, power imbalance and CQI test to meet the objectives of WID.
Discuss the test applicability rule for CA performance requirements.
Agree on the solutions and simulation assumptions for different test cases as much as possible.
Identify the open issues.
· 2014.10 RAN4#72bis:
Align simulation results based on the assumptions that agreed in RAN4#72.
Further discuss the remaining open issues, agree on the solutions and corresponding simulation assumptions.
Discuss and agree on the test applicability rule for CA performance requirements.
· 2014.11 RAN4#73
Further align the simulation results.
Further discuss the remaining open issues and agree on the solutions.
Provide and collect the simulation results with impairment margins.
Agree on the performance requirements for 3DL and TDD-FDD CA test cases based on the simulation results with impairment margins as much as possible.
Provide the draft CRs to capture the improved specification structure and agreed test cases.
· 2015.02 RAN4#74
Provide and collect the simulation results with impairment margins if needed.
Agree on the performance requirements for the remaining test cases based on the simulation results with impairment margins.
Agree on the final CRs.
