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1 Introduction

During RAN#71, the Further EUL enhancement work was considered as almost completed [1] (RAN 1,3 completion rate is 90% , RAN2 at 80%). There was also agreement that no new UE or BS core requirements need to be introduced in relation to this WI.
This paper addresses the implications on the BS performance requirements due to EUL enhancement feature. 
2 Impact on BS performance requirements

Taking into account the completed items, and also the ones still open in [1] we see no impact on the existing HS-DPCCH performance requirements. The HS-DPCCH overhead reduction feature only introduces changes in procedures, and thus existing CQI reporting accuracy requirements are considered sufficient.
In summary no changes are foreseen for BS demodulation performance requirements.

3 Proposals
Proposal : No new BS demodulation performance requirements are needed in relation to introduction of enhancements specified in Further EUL WI.
