Characteristics of the interfering signal
D.1
Interference signals
When the channel bandwidth is wider or equal to 5MHz, a modulated 5MHz full band width E-UTRA down link signal and CW signal are used as interfering signals when RF performance requirements for E-UTRA UE receiver are defined. For channel band widths below 5MHz, the band width of modulated interferer should be equal to band width of the received signal.

Table D.1-1 describes the modulated interferer for different channel bandwidth options.
