Justification

One scenario in which it would be beneficial for UEs to be able to measure additional carriers is for outdoor to indoor handover, where the indoor coverage is provided by multiple different operators on their own spectrum in different buildings.
For a scenario where two operators share the providing of indoor coverage, this means that outdoor UEs need to be provisioned with a neighbour list including:

1. Frequencies used in the operator’s outdoor network

2. Frequencies used in the operator’s indoor network

3. Frequencies used in other operator’s indoor network(s).

Increased carrier monitoring capabilities in release 12 were largely planned by considering current and future needs for 1 and 2. However, the 3rd item may result in a significant further increase in the number of frequencies used, especially as it relates to frequencies on a different operator’s network and it may be more difficult to do very detailed network planning related to mobility between the two networks.

Already with release 12 increased carrier monitoring, cell identification and measurement reporting delays may become quite long (especially for the reduced performance group) because the total delays are scaled by the number of frequencies in the relevant performance group. If the number of frequencies increases further, delays will become even longer following the same approach.

UEs are becoming increasingly capable from a hardware perspective. Carrier aggregation UE with multiple RF chains are likely to be commonplace in future, and such designs should, in principle, be able to measure multiple measurement objects simultaneously. It would be possible for a UE with multiple RF chains to measure on multiple frequencies in one measurement gap, thus allowing more frequencies to be measured in gaps without scaling the delays linearly with the number of frequencies to be measured.

· UTRA FDD interfrequency carriers : 8 (Note : Current RAN4 specification allow for 5 FDD interfrequency UTRA carriers to be measured)
· UTRA FDD interRAT carriers from E-UTRA FDD or E-UTRA TDD : 9 (Note : Current RAN4 specification allow for 6 FDD interfrequency UTRA carriers to be measured)
· Total layers : At least 20 interfrequency+interRAT (Note : Current RAN4 specifications allow for 12 interfrequency+interRAT layers)
In the RRM requirements, carrier aggregation capable UEs should be considered, such that the requirements assume that some UEs may measure more than one frequency per measurement gap.
