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1. Introduction
The contribution proposes a possible band plan for SDL arrangement in the L-Band (1427-1518 MHz).
2.  Background 

For IMT SDL arrangement within the band 1427-1518 MHz, the 2 options shown in Figure 1 and Figure 2 have been proposed in [1 ,2]. Such options consist of up to 18 Blocks of 5 MHz + 1 MHz Block and up to 16 Blocks of 5 MHz + 6 MHz GB + 5 MHz Block respectively. They have considered the alignment with existing ecosystems and standardized frequency arrangements across the region to the maximum extent possible.
The amount of guard band at both edges and its implication on the number of blocks to be utilized for IMT deployment scenarios in any of the above options, depend on protection requirements for the primary services in adjacent bands.

3.  Band Plan Proposal for SDL 
In order to meet the stringent unwanted emission limit -42 dBm/27MHz (-56dBm/MHz) to protect EESS [3], which is applicable for IMT BS operating in 1427-1452 MHz, the introduction of a guard band towards EESS band may be necessary as mitigation measure.
Proposal 1:  The adoption of 5 MHz guard band (1427-1432 MHz) is proposed to be investigated. 
The location of the 3 MHz guard band to protect MSS has not been specified [4]. Such guard band may be defined between 1517-1520 MHz, covering only 1MHz of IMT band, as also considered as initial assumption in [5].
Proposal 2:  To consider 1 MHz guard band from IMT band to protect MSS  
As a result, a possible band plan may be the one shown in Figure 1 spanning 1532-1517 MHz.

3. Conclusions
A possible SDL band plan to be considered for L-Band foresees 5 MHz guard band toward EESS services and 1 MHz guard band towards MSS, so it spans the frequency range 1532-1517 MHz.
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
