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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 is currently drafting test cases for Rel5 IMS conformance. During this process, we find that the precondition status representation for unidirectional media in SDP is not clearly specified. According to RFC3312:

   The values of the tags "send", "recv", "local" and "remote" represent

   the point of view of the entity generating the SDP description.  In

   an offer, "send" is the direction offerer->answerer and "local" is

   the offerer's access network.  In an answer, "send" is the direction

   answerer->offerer and "local" is the answerer's access network.

However, there are two different interpretations of the same spec. As an example, let’s assume that UE-1 is sending an offer to UE-2. In the offer, UE-1 expresses the desire to establish a one-way media from UE-1 to UE-2. Two possible alternative representations exist for expressing the precondition for such unidirectional media.
Alternative 1:


a=cur:qos local none


a=cur:qos remote none


a=des:qos mandatory local send


a=des:qos mandatory remote send

Alternative 2:


a=cur:qos local none


a=cur:qos remote none


a=des:qos mandatory local send


a=des:qos mandatory remote recv

2. Actions:

RAN5 asks CT1 to consider the above two alternatives and provide a clarification on which alternative is the right interpretation of the precondition usage.
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
