General

CAG#7 was held in Prague during the period 3 – 5 Jul 06. The event was hosted by Spirent Communications. All doc numbers preceded by CAG_06_xxx. These notes do not attempt to cover every topic.
Doc 106r1; APs: 4.2: To gather information from infrastructure vendors in order to determine when they plan to support WB-AMR. Comments from Chair were that WB AMR is expected in network infrastructures by Apr 07. Doc 157 is an LS was sent to GERAN3 informing this WG of this expectation.

Doc 149; WI-010 PRP: Considerations on TS 34.123-1 test cases 6.1.1.4 & 8.2.6.37. This is a Nokia input commenting on the need to purchase separate test equipment to process these tests. It was proposed that either the tests are deleted altogether or that the tests are changed in RAN5 without any reduction in test coverage. An LS will be sent to RAN5 with a request to that effect. See R5-062xxx which is a copy of CAG-06-158.
Additional comment: This is a sensible proposal by Nokia and I look forward to seeing alternative solutions being presented at RAN5#32. 

 
120r2; Outcome of the PRP of the WI-010. CAG approved the removal of 3 protocol tests and one UICC test; 2 others that were proposed were retained by request of the PTCRB. The outcome will be reported back to the PTCRB in an LS in doc 153, in which some requests for clarification were made. 
Doc 105; Update of GCF UTRA priority list. EMP provided an update to the list and this was approved. See R5-062044.
Additional comment: As usual EMP has done an excellent job; this time it is to conduct the periodic review process on WI-010 (the biggest and oldest 3G WI). This has resulted in 4 tests being removed from the WI none of which had been validated. 

Doc 109; LS on Test Case Redundancy from the PTCRB to GERAN3 and RAN5. In essence it requests that someone looks at the possibility of identifying common tests between phase 2 and phase 3 with a view to test case reduction in the standards committee. There is no specific request to RAN5 but it looks like the activity is in hand with GERAN3 (see below). See R5-062xxx which is a copy of CAG-06-109.
Doc 132; LS from GERAN3 to PTCRB (and RAN5) on the possibility of identifying common tests between phase 2 and phase 3. This is in response to a PTCRB request to look at test case redundancy. From what I can gather, there is no action on RAN5 at this stage as GERAN3 will create a work plan to conduct this review. See R5-062xxx which is a copy of CAG-06-132/GP-061374.
Additional comment: I will step through the sequence of these liaison statements to help delegates understand the story that is emerging. 
Doc 125r1; Update of Work item description for FDD Rel-6 Enhanced Uplink (WI-025). Presented by EMP and it was noted.

Doc 126r2; Update of work item description for WI-024 FDD Rel-6 Enhancements. Presented by EMP on behalf of Motorola. The expected date for version 3 approval is now CAG#8. The document was approved although the WID is still in draft form. The target freeze date has been changed to CAG#10.
Doc 124; Update of Work Item Description for WI-015 (A-GPS WCDMA Signalling R99). This was presented by Qualcomm; the changes affected the freeze dates but none of the tests were affected. The document was approved.

Doc 152r4; Work Item Description for FDD UMTS 900 MHz Band VIII (WI-038). Presented by Qualcomm. Now that the Band VIII related tests have been developed in RAN5, this WID was considered to be ready to go to version 3 i.e. under change control.
