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1. General
During RP#32 the Agreed Feature WID for 3G Long-Term Evolution, found in RP-060426 in the zip file, was approved. This, combined with the LTE Study Item provides the basis of 5 draft building block WIDs, one for each of the 5 RAN WGs. These are contained in a single document (see R5-062021). Each WG has been tasked to review their WID and confirm the content for approval at RP#33 (in Sep 06). Allowance has been given to RAN5 as it is appreciated that this work cannot start properly until the other WGs have made progress, however, RAN5 is still expected to comment on its task at RP#33.
An indication of the timelines for each working group is provided in the higher level WID (in RP-060426) and this is shown below for convenience.
