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1. Overall Description:
During RAN5#32 in Aug 06, RAN5 agreed R5-062xxx (for subsequent approval at RP#33) in order to initiate the work to develop conformance tests to measure UE Over the air (OTA) antenna performance. This follows directly the work undertaken in RAN4 and GERAN1 in the preparation of its Technical Report in TR 25.914.
In order to prepare the RAN5 WID for RAN Plenary approval, the following assumptions have been made: 
· In the first instance, the latest version of TR 25.914 will be used as the basis of the early work undertaken by RAN5 to describe the test methodology
· RAN4 will provide a 25 series technical specification “UE Over the Air Performance Requirements”, based upon TR 25.914 which will become the reference for the RAN5 conformance parameters
· RAN4 will introduce the concept of target performance guidelines as well as defining the minimum acceptable performance requirements for different types of handsets
· There is a market requirement such that the subsequent conformance tests will be adopted by one or more of the industry’s certification bodies
It is likely (although to be confirmed) that RAN5 will produce a 34 series TS to capture the conformance tests for UMTS, GERAN and dual mode terminals. This decision, and details of WI progress generally, will be communicated to RAN4, GERAN1 and GERAN3 either in person or via liaison statements as appropriate, on a regular basis.

As TR 25.914 includes details of UMTS and GERAN terminal performance considerations, RAN5 will liaise with GERAN3 to ensure that this work meets the requirements to test a GERAN UE.

In the first instance, should RAN4 have any feedback that necessitates critical changes to the attached WID proposal, then it is requested that this is communicated directly to the WI Rapporteur well before the RAN5 email agreement deadline of COB Fri 8 Sep 06. This will allow some time for RAN5 to review any proposed changes prior to RP#33. 

2. Actions for RAN4:

No direct request is made, however, if RAN4 has any immediate feedback that necessitates critical changes to the attached WID proposal, then it is requested that this is communicated directly to the WI Rapporteur in the first instance.
