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Introduction
For RAN5#38 meeting a batch concept has been proposed by several network operators (originated from an activity within NGMN) to assist RAN5 in focussing on those signalling test cases which are more time critical for LTE introduction and which are needed for the work undertaken by LSTI (LTE/SAE Trial Initiative) on IO(D)T. During RAN5#38 meeting additional test cases introduced by other RAN5 members have been merged with the original batch list in [1]. The final list given in [2] has also been adopted by RAN5 rapporteurs in their work plan for WI “3G LTE - SIG” (see [3]).
Update of batch list

Since RAN5#38 the work on finalisation of LTE core specifications is ongoing. Changes made in these documents have also influence on the test case specifications, i.e. a review of the test case list is required and if necessary the content of test cases and their batch assignment (prioritisation) have to be adapted to the current core specification status. Corresponding changes have already been proposed by different companies during RAN5 Workshop UE LTE Test, held on Apr 9 – 11, 2008.

Based on these issues the batch list has been updated for RAN5#39 meeting considering following items:
· Not all proposals for text changes included in batch list [2] can be found in the test case list in the RAN5 rapporteur work plan in [3].
· Some test cases are included only in rapporteur work plan [3] up to now, but not in the original batch list [2].
· Some test cases included in batch list [2] are missing in rapporteur work plan [3].
· In batch list [2] some test cases are proposed to be deleted but they are still included in rapporteur work plan [3].
· New test cases have been proposed at RAN5 Workshop UE LTE Test (see workshop input documents [4 - 9]) which has been complemented in the attached spreadsheet by further test cases according to the feature list presented at the same workshop (see [10]).
· Some text changes for already existing test cases have been proposed at RAN5 Workshop UE LTE Test (see workshop input documents [4 - 9]).
· Some test cases are proposed to be deleted at RAN5 Workshop UE LTE Test (see workshop input documents [4 - 9]).
· Some test cases given in batch list [2] as well in rapporteur work plan [3] are no more supported in LTE core specifications or are no more part of Rel 8 (e.g. MBMS), therefore they should be deleted from the lists.
In the spreadsheet attached the changes are marked by a color code in column B with the explanation for the code given in the header. For new test cases a proposal from the network operator group on batch level and segment is integrated in the corresponding column. Any changes made are highlighted in red text color. In addition remarks are given for some test cases in the last column to explain the proposal or to raise open issues.
To avoid time-consuming parallel data management between the test cases in the batch list and in the rapporteur work plan and to simplify the handling of the batch list only the test case title and the reference to clauses in TS 36.523-1 have been kept in the spreadsheet. Scope and additional comments have been deleted as that information is already given in the rapporteur work plan [3].
Proposal

It is proposed that RAN5 signalling group agrees to:

· the list of tests in the associated spreadsheet as the current working assumption and that the work plan can be updated, notwithstanding that the list is still subject to change.
· target the closure of RAN5#39 as the control point at which the LTE signalling test selection/definition is frozen, subject to confirmation of freezing at RAN5#39 and any exceptions agreed by all supporting companies that are deemed to be critical.
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
