Introduction 

Operators expect a significantly decreased latency from E-UTRAN for both, U-Plane as well as C-Plane. Based on those requirements provided by a number of operators in [1] the requirements for E-UTRAN system design have been agreed in [2].

RAN2 performed a latency analysis in meeting #58 and reported the results of that evaluation to RAN plenary #37 in [3]. To follow this up a discussion document is being presented at RAN2#59 that covers:
· Latency analysis for C-Plane.
· Discussion on optimizing the RRC procedure latency.
And it also includes a proposal to define the following requirements for RRC processing as part of [4]. The full proposal is attached within the zip file of this contribution for convenience.
