The Plenary was convened in Prague the period 27 - 30 May 08 and was hosted by the European Friends of 3GPP (EF3). The notes are based on the email notes sent to the RAN5 reflector on 23 Jun 08.

The RAN5 strategy for LTE explained on slide 12 of RP-080254 was endorsed by RAN (after some discussion). This subject highlighted the need by the other RAN WGs to review the medium and low prioritised features (see RP-080474 below).

Regarding OTA Antenna Measurement matters, considerable interest was generated mainly among RAN4 delegates during the meeting due to a possible re-working of the test tolerance figures traded off against measurement uncertainty figures by interested companies. A fresh proposal is expected at RAN5#40 in Aug 08 which may allow the TS 34.114 to reach 80% completion thereby becoming an approved specification.

The work of the proposed TC INT complements (and does not conflict with) the existing 3GPP testing activities of RAN5, therefore there is no immediate action for RAN5 but it is good to be aware of this proposal.
RP-080242   SA to RAN (and many others). LS on Release 8 non-essential SAE features. This covers an instruction as to what is retained in Rel 8 and what should be excluded (and under what conditions) and moved to Rel 9.

Other Documents of Interest to RAN5

RP-080421    Motorola presented this document entitled: Handling of mandatory LTE features to encourage a decision on how to handle features that will not be tested in early devices because they are considered lower priority features. This led to a discussion on how to deal with low priority features. This resulted in the preparation of RP-080474 which contained a proposal in which:

It is requested that all working groups focus the review on the low and medium priority features. For those features where an issue is identified, the nature of the issue should be described along with suggested way to resolve it, and this should be communicated to RAN WG5, RAN WG2, and TSG RAN. Feedback should be provided at the latest after the next working group meeting.

The RAN5 Tdoc on prioritised features R5-081614 is used as the base line document from which to work. I have re-stated the RAN5 position that it intends to have frozen the test case list for LTE by the end of RAN5#40 in Aug 08, although I do not think that this additional work by RAN WGs will affect the RAN5 programme. 
Chair’s comment: This was discussed further at the Paris bis meeting and everyone agreed that freezing the test case list was the working assumption not withstanding some minor changes based on new technical requirements.
RP-080454    Vodafone presented this document entitled: Need to set the timeframe for Release 9 which urges SA to make an early decision on when to close Rel 9 and discusses the concept of a ‘short’ Rel 9. This was endorsed and the Chair will report this to SA in the following week.

RP-080472    Motorola presented this document entitled: Handling of MBMS in release 8 that proposed that certain parts of the Rel 8 MBMS aspects should still be considered even though MBMS in general will be moved to Rel 9. In particular it was suggested that In order to ensure future MBMS compatibility, the following UE functionalities should be included in release 8. 

 

· Signalling support to ensure the UE is aware which subframe is of MBSFN type in mixed carrier. 

· UE functionality should be specified in handling PCFICH, PDCCH and PHICH in MBSFN subframes

· UE functionality should be specified in terms of handing cell specific RS(s), which are fewer in MBSFN subframes than in non-MBSFN subframes

· UE functionality should be specified in terms of CQI measurement performance in case of MBSFN subframes allocation
The outcome was that the doc will be sent to all WGs for review. The implication is that RAN5 may need to extend its current test case list to ensure forwards compatibility.
