	Presentation of additional information during PLMN selection; Manual mode
	The UE shall indicate additional free text information provided by the HPLMN. The free text might contain information like:

· Preferred partners

· Roaming agreement status

· Supported services

The operator may store the free text information in the EFPNN (PLMN Network Name) and if the information is present the UE shall display it.

Additionally, the UE may indicate if a PLMN is forbidden

	Steering of Roaming
	Steering to a specific VPLMN :

· Allows the HPLMN to direct the UE to select a specific VPLMN 

· The operation of the feature is controlled by the operator:

· If the  MS receives a USAT REFRESH command qualifier of type "Steering of Roaming“ the MS updates the "Operator Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology“ on the USIM and the MS uses the new information and attempts to reselect to a higher priority PLMN.

· An extension has been added to the REFRESH command to support this feature.

· The PLMNs on the User Controlled PLMN list have priority over the steered-to PLMN.

· Depending on the contents of the operator controlled elementary file on the USIM EFEHPLMNPI (Equivalent HPLMN Presentation Indication). The content of this file is controlled by the operator.

	PLMN selection of RPLMN or (E)HPLMN; Automatic mode
	As an option in automatic PLMN selection mode:

· At switch-on or recovery from OOS the UE is allowed to go to the HPLMN if available and not return to the RPLMN

· Whether this behaviour is allowed depends on the contents of the EFLRPLMNSI (elementary filed on the USIM). The content of this elementary file is controlled by the operator.

· then the UE should register on the HPLMN/EHPLMN immediately.
