Introduction

This document proposes an update of the HeNB of the initial list of test cases and/or scenarios or features to be tested for 3G Long Term Evolution Terminal Protocol Conformance Test Specifications WI which was discussed and agreed at RAN5#38 [19].
Based on R5-092088 EMM work plan after RAN5#43 meeting, the EMM test cases are updated according to the TS 24.301 v8.1.0, it deletes the following CSG related test cases:

9.2.1.1.28: Attach / Abnormal case / Access barred because of CSG ID
9.2.2.1.10: UE initiated detach / Abnormal case / Access barred because the CSG ID
9.2.3.1.30: Normal tracking area update / abnormal case / Access barred because the CSG ID is not in the UE's Allowed CSG list
Based on the email discussion with Nokia, Nokia agree to remove the test case in the RAN5#43Bis meeting
9.2.1.1. 8: Attach Procedure / Success /  correct handling of CSG list
But for the following new test cases proposed by Huawei: 

· “Service request/rejected/Not authorized for this CSG”
 It is removed in RAN5#42 meeting based on the teleconference, please refer to RAN5#42 Tdoc R5-090349 for more information.

· “UE initiated detach/abnormal case/ Not authorized for this CSG
It is a test case that is related to abnormal behaviour on the network side. RAN5 working assumption has been a correctly operating network and we have not planned any cases for abnormal network behaviour. Nokia has no plans for introducing this test until RAN5 working assumption is changed, we removed this newly proposed test case.
Because the CSG related EMM test cases are already included in SIG work plan, we do not list them here.
