provided and compiled by DOCOMO. There are 15 work item groups (WIGs) each with 3 work items. At CAG#28 the following bands were introduced LTE Bands 12, 14, 25 & 41. It is available as R5-115017.
Other LTE WI Updates

CAG-11-419r2 WI-085 LTE FDD Inter-band covering LTE bands 1, 3 & 5 presented by Qualcomm for the benefit of the South Korean market. This work item focuses on just 2 basic test cases for all the regional combinations. These are:

These are then annotated to indicate whether a band is the starting band or the target band. For example: 6.1.2.5 FDD (E01-E05) where - "6.1.2.5" is the TC number as specified in 36.523-1,  "01" is the Starting LTE FDD Band 01 and "05" is the Target LTE FDD Band 05. Each of the listed test cases shall be executed if and only if both "Starting" and "Target" bands are supported by the device under test. 
From previous meetings there are already separate WIDs (under WI-085 to cover other regional combinations) although fresh documents were presented at CAG#28:

WI-085/ 01, 11, 18, 19, 21, WI-085/ 03, 07, 20, WI-085/ 4, 12, 13, 14

It follows that the more bands involved, the more complex the WIDs become, but the removal of these TCs from the original 081/082 series of WIDs will help to track what is going on.

CAG-11-406 WI-086 LTE Inter-RAT Protocol Rel 8 for EPS – UMTS FDD presented by Samsung. The scope of WI-086 only covers conformance testing of the Protocol aspects of EPS FDD - UMTS FDD Rel 8 Inter-RAT operations including various mobility scenarios for LTE/SAE Rel-8 FDD to/from UMTS. For each of the covered RATs various bands are considered. The scope of this work item is limited to RAT/Band combinations requested by GCF Operators. To avoid excessive testing, test cases have been categorised as either representative or general:

· Representative. Number of 'representative' test cases: 7 TCs in various RAT/Band combinations, so in total 168 (P1:48, P2:120)

· General. Number of "general" test cases: 63 TCs in various RAT/Band combinations so in total 1512 (all P1)

Validation reports have already been approved some of the LTE band 1 combinations. The activation of each band combination is very complicated on the surface and it is made more difficult because currently the DCC does not distinguish between the different combinations. I am working on the best way to represent progress in the WIASR.

Incoming LS from GCF

CAG-11-488r1 LS entitled ‘Default Bandwidth Configuration for E-UTRA FDD RF Testing in band 25’ (R5-115581 refers) presented by Sprint. It includes a request to consider adding the option in the specification to enable execution of E-UTRA FDD RF tests in 5 MHz and 10MHz as the bandwidth configurations for LTE FDD Band 25, in order to meet industry needs.

Non-LTE WI Approved at Previous SG

CAG-11-363r2 WI-140 Network Initiated Secondary PDP context activation (NISPC) FDD UTRA Rel 7 presented by Ericsson and the key features are summarised as follows:

· 6 test cases in the work item. 

· Two of the test cases are limited to signalling only (testing of activation and deactivation of NISPC). 

· The other four test cases require UE support of the specific test function “UE test loop mode 4” in TS 34.109 for loopback of IP packets to enable testing of UE’s uplink routing of IP packets. 

· In 3GPP then “UE test loop mode 4” is optional for Rel-7 UE and optional for Rel-8 if UE is supporting E-UTRA. From Rel-9 the test function is mandatory for all UEs supporting NISPC. 

· The two test cases not depending on the test function are priority 1 and the other 4 test cases are priority 2; CEC/TPAC is set to 100% of priority 1 test cases.

· Target certification start criteria is proposed to Q2-2012 

CAG-11-484r2 WI-139 Enhanced Dual-Layer Transmission RF Rel 9 TDD presented by China Mobile and the key features are summarised as follows:

•          The work item is generic for all TDD bands, but is initially intended for TDD Band 38 and Band 40. The scope may later on be expanded with other TDD bands. 

•          4 test cases are proposed to be added to the work item. 

•          2 test cases are fundamental dual-layer transmission functional tests, and the other two test cases are enhanced test scenarios.

•          The 2 basic test cases are put in priority 1 and the other 2 test cases are put in priority 2; CEC/TPAC is set to 100% of priority 1 test cases.

•          Target certification entry date is proposed to Q2-2012

Non-LTE WI Proposals provided for information prior to the next SG

CAG-11-476 PPAC for Rel 8 FDD presented by DOCOMO. No objections were received although a more complete list of supporting companies will be needed and DCM need to finalise the target date before the formal submission to the next SG (SG#49) for approval.
