RAN WG4 is currently working on completion of a follow up work item “Radiated requirements for the verification of multi-antenna reception performance of UEs”. In this second work item, RAN4 is developing the measurement uncertainty for the validated methods and the performance requirements for specific environments associated with the methodologies. The work item is expected to be completed in Mar 2016 (RAN#71).
The result of the verification is captured in TR 37.977 [1] and the performance requirements is being captured in TS 37.144 [2].

· 56mm < Width <= 72mm

· LME

· LEE

· Notebook

· Tablet
This work Item does not cover UMTS.
