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Abstract of document:

Draft Technical Report (TR) 22.952 provides a "Guide" for Priority Service. The intent of this guide is to describe how existing 3GPP specifications support the high-level requirements identified for Priority Service in TR 22.950. Draft TR 22.952 addresses the Service Aspects (Service Description), Network Aspects (Call Flows), and Management Aspects (Operations, Administration, Maintenance, and Provisioning) of Priority Service, based on existing 3GPP specifications.

Priority Service is intended to be used for both Voice and Data. However, draft TR 22.952 only addresses Circuit Switched Voice Service. Data, multimedia and non-circuit switched aspects of Priority Service have not been addressed and are for further study.

Priority Service is intended to interwork with external circuit-switched networks to provide an end-to-end service.

Changes since last presentation to TSG SA:

This is the first presentation to TSG SA.

Outstanding Issues:

Need to consider requirements to support roaming between eMLPP and Priority Service only networks.

This version should be reviewed by SA2, SA5, CN, RAN, T and GERAN WGs to get feedback on the service, network, and radio aspects.

A revised version of this document is intended to be sent to TSG-SA#22 (12/2003) for Approval.
